 

Untangling the Continuing Education Puzzle

Beginning in January 2006 technologists who hold credentials from the NMTCB, (Nuclear Medicine Technologist Certifying Board) will be required to show successful completion of 24 hours of continuing education course work every two years. There is no requirement to show a specific number of credits in any particular specialty.  You only have to show 24 continuing education credits taken and passed in subjects relating to nuclear medicine.

Here is how it will work:

Based on an odd/even numbering system (the year you passed your first NMTCB exam)

In 2006, odd-year members will be required to collect 12 continuing education hours (CEH) to report on their 2007 renewal.

In 2006-2007, even-year members will be required to collect 24 CEH to report on their 2008 membership renewal.

In 2007-2008, odd-year members will be required to collect 24 CEH to report on their 2009 membership renewal.

In 2008-2009, the NMTCB will begin the transition of changing the reporting cycle from calendar year to birth month.  Visit the NMTCB website at www.nmtcb.org for additional information.

Not to be forgotten, if you are licensed in the State of California you also have to show 20 credits of continuing education in your five-year licensed period.  These credits have to be divided evenly at 5 CEU’s in each of the specialties you are licensed, imaging, non-imaging, radiopharmacy, and therapy.

Take charge of your career, don’t procrastinate until the last minute and do not try to get away with not complying.  There will be random audits and severe penalties for those who fail to acquire the required CEU credits.  It is not worth losing your ability to practice your chosen profession.
Keep in mind it is not your PSWTC imposing these requirements on you.  It is the State of California and the NMTCB.  We your chapter are actively engaged in assisting you to satisfy these requirements as painlessly as possible.
